One-Day Curriculum for Enoch’s Ghost by Bryan Davis
Target Age Group: 12–15 years old
Time Required: 1–2 hours
Objective: Introduce students to the themes, characters, and interdimensional scope of Enoch’s Ghost, the second book in the Oracles of Fire series, fostering critical thinking, creativity, and engagement with its Christian and fantastical elements.
Materials Needed: 
· Enoch’s Ghost by Bryan Davis 
· Paper, pens, pencils, or computer
· Optional: Access to a Bible (physical or online) for the “For Deeper Study” section 
· Optional: Art supplies for the creative activity
Overview: Enoch’s Ghost continues the Oracles of Fire saga, following Sapphira, Ashley, Thigocia, and others as they confront Arramos’s schemes to merge Earth and Hades, awaken Nephilim giants, and challenge human faith. The story spans multiple dimensions, including Earth, Hades, and Second Eden, and explores sacrifice through characters like Timothy (Makaidos) and Ashley’s journey to faith. This curriculum uses excerpts from Chapter 1 (Arramos’s arrival and the keepsake box), Chapter 2 (the emergence of a mysterious dragon), Chapter 12 (a key confrontation or development, approximated from the narrative arc), and Chapter 24 (Timothy’s sacrifice and its aftermath) to capture the book’s depth.

Curriculum Activities
1. Reading Assignment (30–40 minutes)
Task: Read three short excerpts from Enoch’s Ghost to explore its narrative arc (total ~20–25 pages). 
· Excerpt 1: Chapter 1 (pages 1–15) – Ashley, Thigocia, Walter, and Karen arrive at a Montana mountaintop to uncover a keepsake box, triggering Ashley’s memories of her parents’ death. Arramos appears, claiming to be Thigocia’s father-in-law, and challenges her faith. 
· Excerpt 2: Chapter 2 (pages 16–30) – A mysterious dragon emerges from a dimensional rift, identified as Arramos, who manipulates Thigocia with accusations about her daughter Roxil. Karen falls into a pit, forcing Thigocia to decide whether to trust Arramos. 
· Excerpt 3: Chapter 24 (pages 350–360, approximated) – Timothy sacrifices himself in a fiery portal to save his daughters, Ashley and Roxil, who witness his death. Roxil transforms into a human (Abigail), and Ashley gains faith through her father’s gift, a crystalline egg.
Tip for Students: For each excerpt, note one action or choice a character makes that shows courage or doubt. How do these choices shape the story?
Parent/Teacher Note: If time is limited, assign two excerpts (e.g., Chapters 1 and 24, ~10–15 pages).
Discussion Questions (10 minutes, post-reading): 
· In Chapter 1, how does Ashley’s memory of her grandfather influence her actions at the mountaintop? 
· In Chapter 2, why does Arramos try to make Thigocia doubt herself? How does this affect her decisions? 
· In Chapter 24, how does Timothy’s sacrifice change Ashley and Roxil? What does it teach about faith?
Purpose: Introduces students to the book’s themes of faith and sacrifice across its interdimensional settings, encouraging emotional connection to the characters.

2. Vocabulary Builder (10 minutes)
Task: Define these words from the excerpts, using context clues or a dictionary: 
· Nephilim (Chapter 1): Giant offspring of fallen angels and humans, often evil. 
· Ad hominem (Chapter 2): A debate tactic attacking a person’s character instead of his or her argument. 
· Sacrifice (Chapter 24): Giving up something valuable for a greater purpose or person.
Activity: Write a sentence for each word, connecting it to the story. Example: “Arramos’s plan to awaken the Nephilim threatened Earth’s safety.” Share sentences with a parent or sibling. 
Purpose: Builds vocabulary tied to the book’s themes and conflicts, reinforcing comprehension.

3. Creative Writing: Ashley’s Reflection (20 minutes)
Task: Imagine Ashley writing a journal entry after Chapter 24, reflecting on her father’s sacrifice and her new faith. In 1–2 paragraphs, have her: 
· Describe how seeing her father’s death affected her beliefs. 
· Express one hope or fear for her future with Abigail and Thigocia.
Prompt Example: “Today, I saw Daddy burn in the sky, giving his life for me. I used to think faith was just words, but now I know it’s a love that dies to save others…” 
Purpose: Encourages empathy with Ashley’s transformation and creative expression, tying to the book’s climax.

4. Quick Quiz (10 minutes)
Task: Answer these multiple-choice questions to test comprehension (circle the correct answer): 
· In Chapter 1, what does Ashley find in the keepsake box?
a) A sword
b) A telegram, ring, and coins
c) A book
d) A map
Answer: b) A telegram, ring, and coins 
· In Chapter 2, who does the mysterious dragon claim to be?
a) Makaidos
b) Arramos
c) Clefspeare
d) Goliath
Answer: b) Arramos 
· In Chapter 24, what does Timothy’s sacrifice create for Ashley and Roxil?
a) A portal
b) A sword
c) Crystalline eggs
d) A shield
Answer: c) Crystalline eggs
Purpose: Reinforces key plot points and characters across the book’s sections.

For Deeper Study (Optional, 30–45 minutes)
This section offers deeper exploration for students with extra time, focusing on the book’s themes and connections.
1. Biblical Connections: Sacrifice and Faith (15–20 minutes)
Task: Read John 15:12–13 (Jesus speaks about laying down one’s life for others) and reflect on Timothy’s sacrifice in Chapter 24. Compare: 
· How does Timothy’s act mirror the biblical idea of sacrificial love? 
· How does Ashley’s newfound faith reflect a response to this sacrifice?
Activity: Write a short paragraph (3–5 sentences) answering: “How does Timothy’s sacrifice in Enoch’s Ghost show a love like Jesus describes?” 
Purpose: Connects the book’s Christian themes to biblical principles, encouraging spiritual reflection.

2. Character Analysis: Ashley’s Transformation (15–20 minutes)
Task: Review Ashley’s actions in Chapters 1 (her memories), 2 (facing Arramos), and 24 (accepting faith). Answer: 
· How does Ashley’s view of faith change from Chapter 1 to Chapter 24? 
· How does her journey compare to Billy’s in Raising Dragons (e.g., accepting a divine calling)?
Activity: Create a “Faith Journey Chart” with three points: one for each excerpt. List a challenge Ashley faces and how she responds. Example: “Chapter 1: Struggles with memories of loss, responds by seeking truth.” 
Purpose: Deepens analysis of Ashley’s growth, linking to Raising Dragons.

3. Creative Extension: Design a Dimensional Artifact (10–15 minutes)
Task: Enoch’s Ghost features portals and crystalline eggs. Design an artifact (e.g., a gem, portal device, or weapon) for one of the story’s realms (Earth, Hades, or Second Eden). Draw or describe: 
· Its appearance and function. 
· How it could help Ashley or Sapphira in one of the excerpts (e.g., escaping Arramos or honoring Timothy).
Example: “My artifact is a glowing orb from Second Eden that opens a safe portal, helping Ashley escape Arramos in Chapter 2.” 
Purpose: Sparks creativity tied to the book’s interdimensional elements.

Parent/Teacher Notes
· Adjusting for Time: If 1–2 hours is too long, reduce reading to two excerpts (e.g., Chapters 1 and 24) or skip the Creative Writing. 
· Group Setting: For co-ops, have students share journal entries or artifact designs in small groups to encourage discussion. 
· Assessment: Check the journal entry, quiz, and optional “For Deeper Study” responses for engagement and understanding.
